Coastal Plain, can the Minister please provide the percentages of original vegetation secured in Bush
Forever sites?

@) There are seven vegetation complexes that have less than 10per cent of the original vegetation
remaining on the Swan Coastal Plain (SCP) portion of the Perth Metropolitan Region.

- Forrestfield Complex; Serpentine River Complex (9 per cent)
- Coonambidgee Complex (7per cent)

- Guildford Complex; Beermullah Complex (6 per cent)

- Vasse Complex; Cannington Complex (1 per cent)
