An Act to amend the Road Traffic Act 1974 in relation to the 

impounding and confiscation of vehicles for certain offences and to 

make consequential changes to The Criminal Code, the Road Safety 

Council Act 2002, the Road Traffic Legislation Amendment Act 2016 

and the Young Offenders Act 1994. 

The Parliament of Western Australia enacts as follows:
