Short title
This Act may be cited as the Dangerous Goods
(Transport) (Consequential Provisions) Act 1998.

Commencement

This Act comes into operation on the day on which
the Dangerous Goods (Transport) Act 1998 comes
into operation.

Principal Act

In this Act the Explosives and Dangerous Goods
Act 1961* is referred to as the principal Act.

For subsequent amendments see Act No.57 of 1997.]

Section 5 repealed
Section 5 of the principal Act is repealed.

Sets out the name (also called the short title)
of the proposed Act.

Clarifies that this proposed Act comes into
operation at the same time as the Dangerous
Goods (Transport) Act 1998 is proclaimed.

Defines the Explosives and Dangerous Goods
Act 1961 as the principal Act.

Repeals section 5 of the principal Act. This is
merely a tidy up of the Act, section 5 has lost
its relevance and has already been omitted
from the principal Act as reprinted on the 21
November 1996. (Section 5 had the effect of
repealing the First Schedule which consisted
of three outdated pieces of Explosives
legislation at the time the principal Act was
proclaimed).
